NEW BUSINESS
Darlene Weldon-Gordon, Chairwoman, spoke on the need to bring the voting machines back to the Senior Buildings during the elections so the seniors do not have to go out. She would like us to have a working relationship with Mercer Street Friends who provide food to the seniors. She stated that the County will be providing free I.D.’s for Veterans on November 4th and 15th and again on December 2nd and 13th. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS
Nellie Milborne, French Towers, Apt 1005 – expressed her concerns about issues with her rent, things missing out of her apartment, and the way in which Security treats her.
Leroy Martin, Resident Council VP, French Towers, Apt 210 – stated he went down to Public Services about the streetlights and all but one has been fixed. He is not sure what is going on in Ms. Milbourne’s apartment; however, he totally supports the maintenance person over there. Maintenance does not touch anything when they enter the units. As far as the guards, the Housing Authority guards are great; if you give them attitude, they will give it back to you. The problem is with the outside armed security; they are not doing what they are supposed to be doing. I sweep up outside and keeping finding drugs around (brought what he found to the meeting). He also said that they (resident council) are teaching residents how to read.
Lisa Hines, Resident Council, French Towers, Apt 1004 – stated that the computer room is open, however they need ink and can use a couple more computers. She agreed with the statement made with respect to the outside security guards. She stated that she continues to get late notices even though her rent is paid timely each month. When asked if the late charges were removed, she stated yes however this can be frustrating when you know your rent is paid and you continue to get these late notices.

Kenneth Hill, Resident Council President, French Towers, Apt 715 – Gave a brief overview of what they are doing with the residents and the number of people who attended. They need a mandatory management meeting. Apartments 107 and 411 continue to have problems with gnats. He asked if it is possible for the residents to get I.D.’s. It will help the guards to identify the residents who live there.
Virginia Marshall, Resident Council, Donnelly Homes – Commended the French Towers Resident Council on a job well done. She stated that the Donnelly Resident Council is trying to follow in their footsteps. They are working hard to get the residents to help themselves. She also agreed with French Towers on the outside security stating they are not doing their job. They should not be standing around talking to the people who are part of the problem. She congratulated Mr. Garrett on the implementation grant monies awarded.
